Overall appearance:     15 pts. 
Crust; color, flavor, texture, doneness  20 pts. 
Flavor:        30 pts. 
Filling; consistency, doneness,  
moistness and flavor:     25 pts. 
Creativity:       10 pts.  
      
**For creativity we are looking for a variety of fillings in 
the pie, any type of pie that includes pumpkin is accepted, 
the pie must include at least 60% pumpkin in the filling.  
 
 
Please note: 
 
1. Each pie must be in a minimum 8” to 10” pie tin, 
non-returnable and have name of entry and pie name on 
tape on bottom of pie tin. 
2. Two pies required for entry, you may select the best 



 

 

pie to be judged. All leftover pies will be sold as slices for 
Pie and Coffee Social to benefit the Honeoye Food Pantry. 
3. A neatly handwritten or typed recipe for the pie and 
pie crust must be submitted on a standard 8½  x 11 sheet of 
paper. Please  use one side only. This recipe will also need 
to be submitted when entering the Bake-Off. 
4. Refrigeration is not available at the Bake-Off, entries 
that require refrigeration after baking must indicate so in 
the recipe. Those entries must be brought to the judging in 
a cooler with ice pack.  Those entries will not be sold, 
auctioned or otherwise distributed for consumption after 
the judging at the Pie and Coffee Social for food safety 
reasons.   
Gourds and Pumpkinfest judges will certify the winning 
pumpkin pie baker and all results are final.
